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Resource mobilisation through convergence

A maximum amount of Rs 6800/year/child is provided for RBCs.
Since it is an intensive intervention, which needs larger space,

it also requires resource mobilisation from externa | sources. On
the other hand, if the expenditure on infrastructur e, etc,, is
minimal, the amount saved could be better utilised for acquiring
more inputs on training of EVs, creating monitoring facilities
and providing better academic facilities to the lea rners. In
Assam, exemplary convergence was done with various departments
and civic bodies to achieve this objective. The vac ant nursing
hostels, unused buildings of the education departme nt, unused
school hostels and unused primary health care centr es housed the
RBCs. Various CSOs donated uniforms and slippers. The Indian
Army donated computers, the district administration provided m
mid-day meals and Autonomous District Council of Ka rbi Anglong
district provided cots, kitchen and toilet faciliti es.
